In addition, as per the stipulations of the above-mentioned bylaw, a brief biography of each candidate appears under his/her name. Candidates are listed in the order in which their nomination documents were received at the JCI Headquarters. Regarding offices held at the local, regional (state), and national levels, only the highest are listed.
FOR THE OFFICE OF JCI PRESIDENT:

1. Scott GREENLEE (JCI USA)

Born on November 17, 1967, in Grand Rapids, Michigan, USA, Greenlee works as a self-employed business and political consultant. He resides in Grand Rapids, Michigan, USA, with his wife Gina.

Greenlee joined JCI Grand Rapids in 1991. He became Local President in 1996, State President in 2001, and National Vice President in 2002.
