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THE CERTIFICATION COMMISSION

The JCI Training Institute operates on the philosophy that training, like other services and functions, should be effective and responsive to the individual member.

With this in mind, Junior Chamber International created the Certification Commission, composed of individual members representing each geographical Area of JCI.

The Commission, appointed by JCI President, reviews and approves applications to the Institute, establishes and monitors certification requirements, periodically analyses and evaluates course materials, ensures that established training standards are maintained, and provides the motivational and creative impetus to push JCI training to the forefront of adult learning.

THE CERTIFICATION PROGRAM

To guide coaches along the path of excellence, Junior Chamber International has established a Certification Program–a road map to achievement in the field of training. 

The program provides incentives and opportunities for members to improve their technical skills though specialized training, career development programs, and active participation in training efforts in the field.

Junior Chamber members are encouraged to seek advanced certification after successfully completing the PRIME course.

But the commitment and horizons of achievement do not end with the first course. There are four levels of training achievements that can be reached by every member in Junior Chamber.

PRIME GRADUATE

With newly learned presentation skills, PRIME Graduates are equipped to present their chapters with a wide range of training sessions available from Junior Chamber International.

PRIME Graduates seeking admission to the Training Institute at level 1–Certified Local Trainers (CLTs), are required to:

A. Graduate from a PRIME course.

B. Complete 25 hours of training as assistant coach at the local level, after graduating from PRIME.

C. Submit a Certified Local Trainer application form.

CERTIFIED LOCAL TRAINER (CLT)

CLTs will continue conducting training at the local level until they complete the total hours to attend EXCEL. CLTs will be included in the JCI Training Institute database and receive newsletters and training seminars periodically from JCI.

CLTs seeking Level 2–Certified National Trainer (CNT) status–are required to:

A. Conduct additional 25 hours of training after becoming CLTs, with the minimum of 15 hours inside JC.

B. Attend and successfully graduate from EXCEL course after fulfilling item A. 

C. Certification will be automatic after graduating from EXCEL. No further application is needed.

CERTIFIED NATIONAL TRAINER (CNT)

CNTs have the opportunity to make even more meaningful contributions to JCI providing regional and national training and developing new training courses. Beginning at the CNT level, trainers’ names are included in the International Training Directory.

CNTs seeking Level 3–International Graduate (IG)–are required to:

A. Conduct a minimum of 25 hours of training at the international level or equivalent with minimum of 15 hours inside JC.
B. Submit the International Graduate Observation form completed by an IG, and the evaluation form of each training course that have been conducted.

C   Submit an original training program to JCI to  

Be included in the JCI Training Library. The training program must include:
a. Trainer’s notes

b. Participants’ handouts

c. Suggested visual aids

D. Have been PRIME assistant coach at least 2 times.

E.   Submit the International graduate application 

Form, signed by the NOM T.I. chairman, or NOM president.

INTERNATIONAL GRADUATE (IG)

Achieving IG level certification is a mark of distinction and personal and professional excellence in adult learning. IGs are trainers who are willing to go the extra distance to help their peers to become stronger leaders, more dynamic trainers, and more effective managers. The world is the field for an IG, and the development of new training programs in an IG’s commitment to Junior Chamber International.

IGs seeking Level 4–International Training Fellow (ITF)–are required to:

A. Conduct 25 hours of training outside their own National Organization but inside JCI.

B. Submit an original one day training program to JCI for inclusion in the JCI Training Library. The training program must include:

d. Trainer’s notes

e. Participants’ handouts

f. Suggested visual aids

C. Be PRIME Head Coach & have been EXCEL coach at least two times

D. Submit an International Training Fellow application form, signed by the NOM T.I or the NOM president.

INTERNATIONAL TRAINING FELLOW (ITF)

The highest honor a member trainer can receive from the JCI Training Institute is the title of ITF. ITF are part of JCI training team and may be invited to conduct training for special development teams, Area Conferences, and World Congresses. ITF will automatically be include in different committees, under the control of the T.I. chairman, to develop, update and improve our training programs and trainers. The ITF group will be organized in 5 commissions with rules and assignment for everyone .The ITF group will be reviewed, and reorganized every year.
