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2004 JCI WORLD SPEAKING COMPETITION

The JCI World Speaking Competition offers members a unique opportunity to exercise and showcase their abilities and to share ideas on issues of particular importance to fellow members. A speech competition requires a special kind of public speaking, challenging participants to express creative ideas in a clear and captivating manner. Every well-prepared speech should have an introduction that captures the attention of the audience, a body featuring the speaker’s message, and a powerful conclusion summarizing the speaker’s arguments.

The competition is intended to give the finest speakers an opportunity to compete for greater recognition and challenge. National contest winners are encouraged to compete at the Area conferences. The winner from each Area conference is then expected to represent his or her Area in the final round of the World Speaking Competition at the JCI World Congress to be held in Fukuoka, Japan, from November 21 to November 26, 2004.

SPEECH CONTEST TOPIC:  

Entrepreneurs in Action: Leading with Passion
Introduction
“Without passion, man is a mere latent force and possibility, like the flint which awaits the shock of the iron before it can give forth its spark,” stated JCI President Fernando Sanchez-Arias quoting Henri Frederic Amiel, However, he believes our passion must be focused. "We can have all the passion we want, all the inspiration and emotion we wish, but if we have no focus, all our energy, creativity, talent, discipline and commitment will be in vain. Without focus, there is no right action and, therefore, no relevant or pertinent results," he said. 
Rules
1.
Contestants shall address the topic Entrepreneurs in Action: Leading with Passion at the Area Conference and Congress competitions.
2. 
A NOM shall enter only one of its members (in good standing and within the JCI age limit) at its Area conference.

3. 
Participants may speak in any of the four JCI correspondence languages—English, French, Japanese or Spanish.

4. 
Judges shall disqualify any participant who speaks less than five (5) or more than seven (7) min​utes.

5. 
A timer shall be placed in a conspicuous location so the speakers can easily see it and hear it.

6. 
The JCI President or assigned JCI Executive Vice President shall appoint the contest chairperson and at least three judges prior to the speech contest.

7. 
The winner of each Area competition shall be announced at its Conference Awards Ceremony, and the winner of the final round of the World Speaking Competition shall be announced at the 2004 JCI World Congress Awards Ceremony in Fukuoka, Japan.

8. The Congress registration fees of all four Area winners will be the responsibility of JCI; however, JCI is not responsible for their airfares, hotel accommodations, and other sundry expenses.

9. Photographic flashes and audible audio or electronic devices shall not be permitted during the speeches. 

Judging
Competitors shall be judged on the basis of content, delivery and language, and shall be rated from 1 (poor) to 5 (superior) in each category.

The contest chairperson’s and judges’ decisions shall be final and UNAPPEALABLE.
