INFORMATION AND RULES FOR

POTENTIAL AFFILIATION
	REQUIREMENTS


In accordance with the following provisions of the JCI Constitution, applications for potential affiliation must meet the requirements listed below:

ARTICLE 3-6. POTENTIAL NOM:
SECTION 1. DEFINITION:  An organization within a nation which subscribes to the purposes of Junior Chamber International and is working towards the establishment of a National Organization Member of Junior Chamber International in its nation shall be defined as a potential NOM.

SECTION 2.  QUALIFICATIONS:  Applicants for affiliation as a potential NOM shall be required to meet the requirements of Bylaw 3-7 and Policy 3-5, and shall have at least one  (1) LOM and forty (40) Individual Members.

SECTION 3.  NOM VISITATION: Applicants for affiliation as a potential NOM must have received a visit by a representative of the organization approved by the Secretary General before the application will be considered.

SECTION 4.  PRESENCE AT CONGRESS: Applicants for affiliation as a potential NOM will not be requested to be present or to be represented at the Congress at which it seeks such status.

BYLAW 3-7. SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS OF APPLICANT FOR AFFILIATION AS A POTENTIAL NOM:

SECTION 1. APPLICATION: Each application for affiliation as a potential NOM must be received at the JCI Headquarters no later than October 15, prior to the Congress at which such affiliation is sought. Each application shall be made using the form supplied by the Secretary General and shall be accompanied by documents and details in support of the application, as provided for in Policy 3-5.

SECTION 2. DUES: An organization applying for affiliation as a potential NOM shall be required to pay a membership fee based upon current member dues.

BYLAW 3-8. RIGHTS AND SERVICES:
SECTION 1. Potential NOMs shall have no property rights of any nature in the organization.

SECTION 2. Potential NOMs will not have the right to speak or vote at General Assembly meetings and will be seated at a specially designated place.

SECTION 3. Potential NOMs shall be encouraged to participate in the programs and functions of the organization.

SECTION 4. Potential NOMs will not have the right to an assigned Vice President. These NOMs will receive training and development services from the JCI Headquarters and any sponsor NOM(s).

BYLAW 3-9. RENEWAL: Potential affiliation status may be renewed automatically provided that a minimum membership of forty (40) is maintained and that the membership fee is paid annually to JCI.  If a potential NOM fails to maintain a minimum membership of forty (40) or fails to pay its membership fee annually to JCI, it will be automatically disqualified from its current status with no possible appeal.

	JCI DUES GUIDELINES

	As of January 1, 1992, the following rules for payment of dues by national organizations will be in effect:

Note: ALL DUES MUST BE PAID THE YEAR AFFILIATION STATUS IS GRANTED.
A.
Requirements: 
NOMs are required to register with JCI all LOMs affiliated to a NOM, not just those in good standing.  Please refer to the requirements for a NOM to remain in good standing with Junior Chamber International covered in Bylaw 3-18, which include the requirements to register its membership and pay dues in full.

Only NOMs “In Good Standing” will be able to vote at the meetings of Junior Chamber International, be seated at the General Assembly of a World Congress or Area conference and submit entries for the awards programs.
